The
newly updated Aboriginal Ontario kit contains First
Nations artifacts, including arrowheads and pottery, a
selection of reference books, a DVD introduction to
archaeology and an expanded resource manual which
includes lesson ideas and class room activities.

The kit is available for two -week rentals at a rate of
$25. Due to the fragile nature of the contents, we
require Edu-kits to be picked up and dropped off at the
Museum.
