3. Course Syllabus, Schedule, Delivery Mode

This course will attempt to equip the students with a knowledge of advanced synthetic organic
techniques, thereby giving the student the tools necessary to design synthetic schemes for complex
target molecules. We will be using the text by Kiirti and Czakd as a major source, but will also draw on
the notes of Dale Boger as well as the current literature.

5. Methods of Evaluation

In order to pass you need a mark > 50%. The final exam must be written.

There is NO
alternate mid-term test, an exception being a missed mid-term for a University sanctioned event. This
will result in a make-up test being offered.
