Description générale

Ce cours introduit les principes de base de 1'analyse linguistique a travers I'é¢tude du francais (et,
parfois, 1'étude de certaines autres langues). Dans ce premier cours d’introduction, nous
aborderons la transcription phonétique a 1’aide de 1’ Alphabet Phonétique International (API), la
phonétique articulatoire, la phonologie segmentale et la sociolinguistique. En plus d’initier a la
linguistique francaise, le cours vise a aussi développer un sens de 1'argumentation et de 1'analyse
chez les étudiants.



Objectifs du cours

- connaitre un certain nombre de reperes historiques concernant la pratique de la
linguistique ainsi qu’un certain nombre de définitions propres au domaine.

- connaitre les principes de base et les conventions de la transcription phonétique a 1’aide
de I’alphabet phonétique international.

- étre capable de reconnaitre et d’utiliser les symboles de I’ API nécessaires a la
transcription de mots et de phrases simples en frangais. Connaitre aussi les symboles
propres a I’anglais et étre capable d’expliquer les principales différences de prononciation
entre les deux langues en faisant référence a ces symboles.

- étre en mesure de transcrire phonétiquement des mots et des phrases simples a partir de
I’orthographe conventionnelle du frangais.

- -étre capable de décrire les principes de bases de la phonation et d’identifier sur un
croquis les organes impliqués dans le phénomene ainsi que leur role dans la production
des sons, le tout en utilisant la terminologie frangaise.

- pouvoir fournir une description articulatoire des consonnes, des semi-consonnes et des
voyelles du francgais et reconnaitre sur un croquis articulatoire un son ou une classe de
sons et expliquer la contribution de chaque articulateur a la production du ou des sons en
question.

- décrire les principales conséquences de la coarticulation de deux sons et reconnaitre un
certain nombre de phénomenes de coarticulation comme I’assimilation et la dilation, de
les nommer et de les décrire.

- étre en mesure de situer la phonétique et la phonologie dans I’ensemble des sous-
domaines de la linguistique, particuli¢rement les propriétés du lexique qui permettent de
comprendre la phonétique et la phonologie.

- &tre en mesure d’expliquer la différence entre la phonologie et la phonétique et de
distinguer les transcriptions phonétiques et phonologiques en se basant sur les
conventions du domaine.

- reconnaitre et expliquer les traits phonologiques généraux et particuliers au frangais. Etre
aussi en mesure de transposer une description articulatoire en description phonologique et
expliquer en termes phonologiques les phénoménes de coarticulation phonétique.

- connaitre la maniere d’exprimer des reégles phonologiques a I’aide d’un format standard
et découvrir les ¢léments d’une régle par 1’analyse de petits ensembles d’exemples.
Appliquer des régles a de petits ensembles d’exemples et expliquer en termes
phonologiques la variation dans la prononciation causée par ces régles.

- étre en mesure de différencier les formes phonologiques représentées dans le lexique et
les diverses prononciations potentielles découlant de I’application des régles.

- &tre capable de décrire, d’identifier et de compter les syllabes d’un mot, d’un syntagme
ou d’une phrase francaise et identifier le réle de la syllabe dans un certain nombre de
regles phonologiques du francais.

- connaitre un ensemble de régles du francais standard et un certain nombre de régles
propres au frangais canadien et expliquer les différences d’accent entre dialectes du
frangais

- utiliser la terminologie frangaise propre au domaine a toutes les étapes de ces
apprentissages et intégrer cette terminologie a la langue frangaise écrite standard.

2. Orthographe lexicale: aucune erreur d'orthographe lexicale ne sera tolérée: I’emploi
systématique d’un bon dictionnaire s’impose pour vérifier les doutes orthographiques.
