Course description: Students who intend to pursue a degree in Actuarial Science, Applied Math-
ematics, Astronomy, Mathematics, Physics, or Statistics should take this course. Techniques of
integration; The Mean Value Theorem and its consequences; series, Taylor series with applications;
parametric and polar curves with applications; first order linear and separable differential equations
with applications.

What is expected of the student: Students are expected to attend all lectures, complete all
assignments and write all examinations. Solutions of collected homework problems must be written
neatly, and handed in by the deadline.

Calculator policy: use of calculators will not be permitted for midterm tests and final examina-
tions.

two midterm exams (Feb 10, 7-9 pm, and March 17, 7-9 pm; 20% each)
final exam (3 hours, to be scheduled by the Registrar’s office) 40%
