Duncanson Chair in Ethics and Technology 
 
The Departments of Philosophy and Computer Science at Western University invite applica;ons 
for the Duncanson Chair in Ethics and Technology. The successful applicant will be appointed at 
the rank of Assistant Professor (Proba;onary Tenure-track), Associate Professor (Proba;onary 
Tenure-track or Tenured), or Full Professor with Tenure depending on qualifica;ons and 
experience. We welcome applica;ons from early career researchers as well as from more 
established ones. Salary will be commensurate with qualifica;ons and experience. 
 
Suitable applicants will have a solid grounding in ethical and philosophical perspec;ves on the 
social implica;ons of ar;ficial intelligence and the advancement of technology. They will have a 
strong research track record in the form of publica;ons in high-quality peer-reviewed journals 
and other scholarly achievements as appropriate for their career stage. Applicants should be well-
posi;oned to apply successfully for external research funding, as evidenced by the projects 
outlined in their research plan and/or by their previous success with funding applica;ons. 
 
The successful applicant will be capable of contribu;ng to the teaching missions of both 
Philosophy and Computer Science. They will have a reduced teaching load in alignment with the 
expecta;ons for a research-intensive posi;on. 
 
With annual research funding exceeding $220 million, and an interna;onal reputa;on for success, 
Western ranks as one of Canada’s top research-intensive universi;es. Our research excellence 
expands knowledge and drives discovery with real-world applica;on. Western also provides an 
excep;onal employment experience, offering compe;;ve salaries, a wide range of employment 
opportuni;es and one of Canada’s most beau;ful campuses. 
 
The university campus is in London, Ontario, one of the fastest growing ci;es in Canada with 
a popula;on of 422,000, located midway between Toronto and Detroit. With parks, river valleys, 
tree-lined streets, and bicycle paths, London is known as the “Forest City.” The city boasts an 
interna;onal airport, galleries, theatre, music, and spor;ng events (hWps://www.ledc.com/why-
london). 
 
Western’s Department of Philosophy (hWps://www.uwo.ca/philosophy/ ) is one of the leading 
philosophy departments in Canada, with a strong reputa;on in a range of areas including ethics, 
feminist philosophy, philosophy of mind and cogni;ve science, and general philosophy of science. 
The department is home to the Centre for Digital Philosophy (hWp://cdp.uwo.ca/index.html), 
which develops and maintains PhilPapers, PhilJobs, and other services. In 2008, the department 
founded the Rotman Ins;tute of Philosophy (hWps://www.rotman.uwo.ca/about/) where 
philosophers work with scien;sts to tackle complex social problems, including those posed by AI. 
The successful applicant to this posi;on may elect to be considered for appointment to the 
Rotman Ins;tute as a core or associate faculty member. 
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The Department of Computer Science (hWps://www.csd.uwo.ca/) has research strengths in 
mul;ple areas including AI, machine learning, and computa;onal neuroscience. The Department 
has strong ;es to industry and supports par;cipa;on in interdisciplinary research. As well, the 
Department is a contributor to a collabora;ve MA program in AI, an undergraduate data science 
program, and a professional MA program in data analy;cs. Research is supported by the 
SHARCNET high performance compu;ng facili;es. Western is affiliated with the Vector Ins;tute 
for Ar;ficial Intelligence (hWps://vectorins;tute.ai/), a hub of over 700 researchers with diverse 
exper;se in AI. The successful applicant for this posi;on may choose to be reviewed by the Vector 
Ins;tute for considera;on of appointment as a Vector Faculty Affiliate or Faculty Member. 
 
The review of applica;ons will begin on December 4, 2023, and they will con;nue un;l the 
posi;on is filled. Candidates must have a PhD in Philosophy, Computer Science, or a cognate field 
by July 1, 2024, which is the an;cipated start date for the posi;on.

3. Brief descrip;ons of the following: 

a. The candidate’s current research program and future research plans 
b. Their teaching experience and philosophy of teaching and graduate supervision 
c. The approach they would take to mee;ng principles of equity, diversity, and 

inclusion in this posi;on 
4. A wri;ng sample in ethics and technology of no more than 10,000 words 
5. The names of three referees and their contact informa;on 
6. A completed “Applica;on for Full-Time Faculty Posi;on Form”
